Hired Gun is the third album from the Selkirk Range project, and it
marks a deliberate shift toward country-influenced arrangements. These
songs were written over the past ten years—pieces shaped by
songwriting workshops, story fragments, and emotional encounters that
stick with you. Bringing these songs together in the collection has given
me the chance to revisit, refine, and reimagine work that’s been part of
my life for a long time.

This album is also part of my experimental Sunophonic Sessions, which
started as a tentative exploration of how generative tools can support
traditional songwriting.

For this album, every word in every song was crafted by my hand; the
instrumentation was developed through a guided process using the
Suno music platform. | deliberately surrendered some of the musical
control to see where it might take my lyrics musically. | fed it short
prompts about genre, mood and instrumentation. | responded creatively
and instinctively to the outputs, reworking them until | heard renditions
that felt true to the heart of each song. Sometimes the initial results
were unusable, but most times, with a bit of nudging on my part, they
turned out to be delightfully surprising — and really quite convincing!

| know this approach is controversial, and | understand why not
everyone will appreciate it. But from this songwriter’s standpoint, it has
been a remarkable experience—breathing new life into songs that have
sat on the shelf for years.

This collection also brings several personal threads together: “What
You Do’ is the lead single, a joyful tribute to those romantic moments.
“Queen E.” continues my writing about Alberta and prairie life. And then
there’s “Can’t Take It Back,” a tough song about regret and the weight
of a bad decision—probably the darkest theme I've ever taken on. And
ending with “The Breakfast Song”, originally written for my young son,
is a whimsical theme taken up in classic country style.

| hope you enjoy the songs, and that you’ll listen to them for what they
are—performances carefully chosen to honour my words.
